Mr. Porterfield explained that they were still working on the budget; however, they are
still waiting on numbers for several lines from the State of Michigan for different
programs. He explained that there were major changes with the grants for Veterans
Services that affect the way the funds are allocated.

Administrator Porterfield mentioned that our Emergency Management Director has been
going around to the different townships getting the Hazard Mitigation Plan approved that

would ensure the townships would be eligible for Federal funding in case of a disaster.

Don Koshmider, Cadillac, Michigan, mentioned that he has been working hard with the
County Board, Admistrator, Sheriff and local officials to keep them updated on the chem-
trails and the legislation pending in Michigan.

Mr. Koshmider told the Board that he also attended the Wexford County Republican

Party meeting, and they passed a Resolution closing implementation of Ranked Choice
Voting in Michigan and would like to see our Board pass a similar Resolution.
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Don Koshmider explained that the United State Supreme Court declined to hear the
appeal from InfoWars, and that going forward they would be know as the Alex Jones
Network, AJN.
